Topic: ‘Summer’  Main Text: ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar’ by Eric Carle 

This week’s special snack:
Butterflies using pretzels, tomatoes

& sugar snap peas

We wanted to learn about how caterpillars become butterflies
this week. We used the small world resources to look at the 

egg, caterpillar, chrysalis and butterflies and a factual book to 
view the life cycle. We learnt through our books this week that 
an egg comes from the girl butterfly and inside the egg a tiny 
caterpillar grows and eats its way out!  When the caterpillar is 
fully grown, it forms itself into a chrysalis.  We watched this 
happen on the screen as it can take from a few weeks to a few 
months, when an adult butterfly emerges and is an insect. We 

discovered that the change that happens from an egg to a 
butterfly is called metamorphosis.
