Topic: ‘Spring’  Main Text: ‘Over and Under the pond’ by Kate Messner

This week’s special snack:
Warm Tapioca 

We have learnt that frogs lay their eggs in water, such 
as a pond, and the eggs are called frogspawn.  Three 

weeks later the frogspawn hatch and turn into tadpoles. 
Tadpoles are young frogs that live and breathe under 

water.  Once the tadpoles grow back and front legs they 
are called froglets.  Once a froglet loses its tail and 

begins to breath under and out of the water it becomes 
a frog.  The process from tadpole to frog is called 

metamorphosis and takes about fourteen weeks.  We 
also enjoyed pretending to be frogs outside jumping but 
not as far as a frog, as they can jump 20 times their own 

body length!
